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CASA 101: Training for Volunteer Advocates for Abused and Neglected Children

“A powerful voice in a child’s life.”  In a few words, that sums up the role of a CASA volunteer.  Court Appointed Special Advocates are independent advocates appointed by juvenile judges in Northwest Arkansas to be a voice for abused and neglected children.  These advocates represent children who are in the custody of the Department of Human Services.  CASA volunteers are simply ordinary people who do extraordinary work for children.  CASA volunteers reduce the length of time children spend in foster care, reduce the number of changes in placement, and increase the number of children who return home.  

CASA will host a new pre-requisite class, CASA 101, on July 9 from 6 to 8 pm, and will repeat the class on July 15 from 9 to 11 am.  The information sessions will be held at the CASA office located at 5322 Bleaux Avenue, Suite A in Springdale.  While CASA 101 is a pre-requisite for CASA training, anyone who wishes to learn more about CASA is welcome to attend.
